T February 9, 2010 - The City of Lincoln was awarded the Sacramento Section Small
Wastewater Treatment Plant of the Year by the California Water Environment Association (CWEA). The
award, made at the CWEA Annual Awards Banquet on January 15, was first given to the Lincoln
Wastewater Treatment and Reclamation Facility (WTRF) in its first year of eligibility in 2006 and it has
continued to receive this award each year since in recognition of its outstanding performance and
records of safety and permit compliance.
